To maximise the life of the waterproofing deck membrane and maintain the
waterproofing warranty, regular maintenance and cleaning must be carried out.
(Refer to the maintenance and inspection programme).

Cleaning the Membrane

1. Use a non-toxic household cleaning product or warm soapy water. Refer
to data sheet or packaging for any dilution rates.

2. Apply to the deck and scrub with a hard bristle broom or a deck scrub,
ensuring the cleaner produces a foaming action.

3. Hose or wash off the area with cold water. You can use a squeegee to
assist you in this process. If using a mop, be aware that some mops may
leave mop fibres in the non-slip medium.
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
